In 1998 he started producing ambient and electro and later he turned to progressive breaks and house.

His hard work lead to success. His tracks are welcomed and supported by various producers around the world. He has also been involved in various remix contests and the results show that he is not just a talented producer, but in some cases the best. He won two remix contests so far.
